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The Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport – Accessibility and Inclusion Forum

Terms of Reference


Aim

The aim of the Accessibility and Inclusion Forum is to provide a focus within CILT on issues of accessibility and inclusion across all transport modes. Its activities should be attractive to current members of the Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport (CILT), and practitioners and researchers who may join CILT as a result of the Forum’s existence.  The forum will aim to inform, advise and influence both members and external bodies on good practice and appropriate policies.   
Core purposes

The core purposes of the CILT Accessibility and Inclusion Forum are as follows:

1 To develop and promote events including conferences, seminars, lectures, visits, study tours and exhibitions.
2 To highlight and disseminate good practice, guidance and experience through publications, submissions to CILT Focus and other relevant journals and web outlets, including shorter and longer articles, opinion pieces, reports of events, visits and study tours. 
3 To respond to consultations at local, national and international level as appropriate on matters in connection with accessibility and inclusion and the promotion of accessibility and inclusion so that it is central in policy makers’ minds. 
4 To forge appropriate links with government departments in the four constituent countries of the United Kingdom and agencies of Government linked to accessibility and inclusion, local government associations, industry trade bodies, users groups, and professional bodies which have an interest in similar purposes.

5 To forge appropriate links with other CILT Forums, particularly the off shoots of the Local Transport and Transport Planning Forums, the Rail and the Transport Planning Professional Sectors, and regional and national Policy Committees.
6 To examine the relationships between accessibility and inclusion and transport and within integrated transport systems.
7 To act as a point of reference for information on accessibility and inclusion and highlight international good practice.
8 It is recognised that there are an array of ‘accessibility and inclusion’ topics that the Forum could address with limited capacity to do so.  To enable efficient and focussed output the Forum will select a number of core issues to pursue each year.  This selection process will be completed annually so that the Forum’s output remains topical. 
Purposes requiring wider support and liaison

In furtherance of these purposes, and in association with others within CILT and any other appropriate professional bodies, the Accessibility and Inclusion Forum may also:

· Advise on and if necessary assist with the development of suitable qualifications for people working in the Transport and Logistics professions and concerned with the development and promotion accessibility and inclusion issues.  These may be at a variety of academic and vocational levels to suit perceived needs and industry demands.

· Develop links internationally not only with bodies traditionally well associated with CILT, but also with others, particularly those which will engage in productive debate and exchanges of good practice.

Organisation

In order to prosecute these purposes, the Accessibility and Inclusion Forum will be managed by a committee drawn from members registered for the forum and that committee will elect its Chair together with other Officers.   
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
